TRIP SUITABILITY

Trip suitability

Our Discovery holidays give you the opportunity to immerse yourself in the culture of the local area through active
sightseeing.

On each Discovery day, you will be walking throughout the course of the day as you explore the venues and
locations we visit. You'll also be hopping on and off the coach throughout - you should expect to spend the majority
of the day on your feet. Most of this walking will be at attractions but some may be across country tracks or
footpaths so be sure to bring sturdy shoes. There will also be stairs to climb in the majority of the venues you
visit, though other more accessible options may be available. At some venues, there may also be uneven surfaces,
such as cobbles or rocky paths.
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ITINERARY

Day 1: Arrival Day

Check-in at the hotel is available from 16:00. If you are a member you can arrive at the house from 14:00. Enjoy a
complimentary cream tea at 16:30 and meet other guests.

Day 2: Morecambe Bay and Holker Hall

Our holiday begins with a visit to the coastal town of Grange-over-Sands where we start with a wander along the
Edwardian promenade. In the afternoon, we stop at Cartmel, Cumbria's centre of fine food and drink, including the
famous sticky toffee pudding! Our final visit of the day is to Holker Hall, considered by many to be the finest house in
South Lakeland. The award-winning gardens have evolved over hundreds of years, creating a landscape rich in
beauty and character.

Day 3: La'al Ratty and Muncaster Castle

A favourite for many, this morning, we head west for a ride on Lakeland’s most scenic miniature railway from Eskdale
to the west coast village of Ravenglass. We visit the haunted and historic Muncaster Castle, which is home to the
Muncaster Hawk and Owl Centre. Here we have the chance to watch an exhilarating flying display, set amidst 70
acres of the most tranquil gardens.

Day 4: Departure Day

Enjoy a leisurely breakfast before making your way home.
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Monk Coniston

With a desirable address overlooking Coniston Water (the inspiration for Arthur Ransome’s
1930 novel, Swallows and Amazons), this characterful Grade II-listed house delights with
lakeside and woodland walks from the doorstep, décor that stays true to the period feel,
and plenty of Beatrix Potter references. While the children's author and illustrator did not
live at the Monk Coniston estate (her beloved home was Hill Top, bought in 1905 with the
royalties from The Tale of Peter Rabbit), she campaigned with the National Trust to save it
from development. She then purchased the entire estate in 1930 and as the new owner
she immediately sold half to the organisation, bequeathing them the other half in her will.

A warm welcome
We want you to feel comfortable from the moment you arrive. You’ll find a welcome pack in your room with guest
registration forms, menus, order forms for dinners and picnic lunches, the Wi-Fi password, and the front door code.
Our houses are locked at night, so we recommend noting the Duty Manager’s number on arrival in case of an
emergency (or getting locked out).

Evening entertainment

While evening entertainment varies from house to house, HF Holidays Inter-House Quiz night held after dinner on
Wednesdays is a weekly staple. Your HF Holidays leader may be around for tips on guided and self-guided waking
routes as well as visit-worthy local attractions.

Walks talks
Our HF Holidays walk leaders host guided walking information briefings before dinner on guided walking holiday
arrival days. This is followed by a group Walks Talk for information on the following day’s guided walks (held before
dinner every evening). Self-guided walking guests are, of course, welcome.

The walking day
Prior to setting off on guided walks, your HF Holidays Leader will run you through a short safety briefing. There’s also
an up-to-date weather forecast on display at the house to ensure you have appropriate clothing and footwear. If
you choose to do your own walks or are on a self-guided walking holiday, we ask that you please complete an
Independent Walker Card each day. These can be found near the Discovery Point in the house.
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
