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ITINERARY

Day 1: Arrival Day

Check-in at the hotel is available from 16:00. If you are a member you can arrive at the house from 14:00. Enjoy a
complimentary cream tea at 16:30 and meet other guests.

Day 2: Brush Control & Colour Mixing

We'll start with the basics on our first day. Learn about the materials involved in watercolour painting and how to
use them. We will talk through the various elements of the watercolour artist’s kit and build a solid foundation on
which to develop our skills.

Day 3: Wet-on-Wet Blending Techniques

Following on from yesterday’s introduction, we'll experiment with traditional watercolour techniques, with a
particular focus on wet-on-wet painting. Creating paintings in this way means we can take full advantage of the
medium to produce soft yet complex effects in our work.

Day 4: Pen & Wash

Today, we'll build upon our work so far and push into the world of pen and wash. This method combines basic
watercolour techniques with ink. By mixing the two mediums, we'll create more detailed and expressive artworks
which contrast the sharper ink with softer watercolours.

Day 5: Departure Day

Enjoy aleisurely breakfast before making your way home.

And
then, of course, there’s Yorkshire’'s famous trio of summits: Pen-y-ghent, Whernside, and
Ingleborough, collectively known as the three peaks. Stay at Newfield Hall and experience
the exceptional service of a VisitEngland ROSE award winner.

A warm welcome
