Trip suitability

Our Discovery holidays give you the opportunity to immerse yourself in the culture of the local area through active
sightseeing.

On each Discovery day, you will be walking throughout the course of the day as you explore the venues and
locations we visit. You'll also be hopping on and off the coach throughout - you should expect to spend the majority
of the day on your feet. Most of this walking will be at attractions but some may be across country tracks or
footpaths so be sure to bring sturdy shoes. There will also be stairs to climb in the majority of the venues you
visit, though other more accessible options may be available. At some venues, there may also be uneven surfaces,
such as cobbles or rocky paths.
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ITINERARY

Day 1: Arrival Day

Check-in at the hotel is available from 16:00. If you are a member you can arrive at the house from 14:00. Enjoy a
complimentary cream tea at 16:30 and meet other guests.

Day 2: Blenheim Palace

After a stop at the ancient Rollright Stones, we'll spend much of the day at Blenheim Palace. The birthplace of Sir
Winston Churchill and home to the Dukes and Duchesses of Marlborough, Blenheim is a UNESCO World Heritage
Site packed with historical treasures. Don’t miss the famous Marlborough Tapestries (the 'Victories Series') in the
Green Writing Room.

Day 3: Cotswold Villages & Sezincote House

Discover some of the prettiest towns and villages in the Cotswolds and experience a touch of India nestled amongst
the rolling green of the Gloucestershire countryside. All Mughal-style minarets, onion domes, and lavish gardens
layered with water features and Hindu sculptures, Sezincote House stirs the imagination for those interested in the
history of the British Raj.

Day 4: Chipping Campden & Hidcote Manor

Our final day begins with a stop in Chipping Campden, the Cotswold town celebrated for its historic high street and
marketplace. In the afternoon, we'll continue to the National Trust-owned Hidcote Manor Gardens. Once at the
heart of the Arts and Crafts Movement, this country estate spans over 10 acres of thoughtfully curated outdoor
spaces.

Day 5: Departure Day

You get the best of all worlds at this Grade ll-listed retreat just a skip away from the heart
of Bourton-on-the-Water - the impossibly pretty Cotswolds town with chocolate-box
cottages, old-fashioned tearooms, and low-arched stone bridges that span the River
Windrush. Not only will you be within walking distance of the Cotswold Motoring Museum,
the Model Village, and Birdland Wildlife Park & Gardens, but it's an easy drive from village
beauties Broadway and Bibury. For walkers and hikers, there’s no shortage of thrills,
especially for those keen to explore the well-trodden trails and paths around the Windrush
Valley, Lower and Upper Slaughter, Gloucestershire Way, Cotswold Way, and Monarch
Way.

A warm welcome
